


 

 

iii. Carpooling and Ridesharing: facilitate carpooling and ride-sharing programs where feasible, connecting 
individuals with similar travel routes and encouraging the sharing of vehicles to reduce the number of 
single-occupancy vehicles on campus. 

iv. Active Transportation Support: invest in cycling infrastructure, including secure bicycle parking facilities, 
repair stations, and designated cycling lanes and provide shower and changing facilities to support active 
commuters. 

v. Incentives and Rewards: explore incentives and rewards for sustainable travel choices, such as 
discounted public transportation passes, preferential parking for carpooling vehicles, and recognition 
programs for individuals who consistently choose sustainable modes of transport.
